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Voices of the City/InOutlet is an exciting project that we believe fits perfectly within the concepts and spirit of the European Union’s 2008 theme of ‘Intercultural Dialog’. 

As you can see in the on-line presentation at www.voicesofthecity.com > click on GO TO INOUTLET, InOutlet was conceived as a project for public spaces including commercial venues. The project creates a platform and a framework for expression and participation through storytelling. It is rooted in the notion that storytelling is the basis of personal and social identity–our sense of community. We all have stories to tell, and through telling them we discover, define and express who we are and connect with others. The idea is to engage and interact with visitors/participants facilitating them to tell and ‘publish’ their stories via video and sound installations and live presentations of various types. 

The project takes inspiration from the idea of the marketplace or oasis – traditionally the place where people meet to exchange and buy things they need and tell each other stories—talking about the world, them selves and their relationships, and sharing their desires and dreams. 

The project unfolds through a residency in which a place of encounter and expression is created. The duration depends on the possibilities and aims of the host organization and venue. We use state-of-the-arts video and internet communication technology, as well as, live storytelling ‘performance’ possibilities. The project can be adapted to suit the technical possibilities of the host venue.

The Voices Of The City team of theater and film makers facilitates the telling and captures the stories. These stories are personal responses to the topics and questions we propose— in this case stories of Intercultural Dialog. People are also invited to create content themselves using digital cameras, cell phones etc. Every possible result is welcome: diaries, love stories, opinions, dreams, dance films, shorts, video clips and documentaries. The collected material is edited and post-produced by our team. The media generated by the project can also reach beyond the specific time and location. We will aim to create a final documentary movie featuring the stories and ‘making-of’ sequences to be released for TV and film theaters 

The live presentations are created through workshop structures in which participants are encouraged and assisted to shape and present their stories in spoken word, movement, dance, music/song and image.

The project is interdisciplinary, interactive and intercultural by nature, and we trust that we will find enthusiastic partners to help us realize the project in many locations throughout Europe.
